SUPPORT FOR THE PUPIL

Establish good working relationships with pupils, acting as a role model.

Be aware of and respond appropriately to individual pupil needs ensuring effective
interaction.

Provide specific support to pupils dependant upon their individual needs ensuring their
safety whilst supporting access to learning activities

Promote inclusion and acceptance of all pupils.

Encourage pupils to interact with others and engage in activities led by the teacher.
Promote self-esteem and independence.

Provide feedback to pupils in relation to progress and achievement under the
guidance and direction of the teacher.

Provide minimal clerical/administration support (eg photocopying, typing filing,
collecting money etc)

Assist with the display of children's work

Administer routine primary tests and invigilate exams.
